1. This tournament is held under the guide lines of the
United States Bowling Congress and the
following rules will be observed.

2. Teams will consist of 4 players.

3. A team must display a USBC membership card for
all of its players.

4. Team captains should report to the front desk 30 min.
before scheduled starting time.

5. Prize Money is returned 100% and will be awarded as
follows; Team, Double, and Singles - 1 place to 6
entrants.

6. No Refunds of Entry Fees once events are scheduled.

7. Handicaps are figured on each bowler- not as team
basis.

8. Tournament Management Reserves the right to refuse
any entrant.

9. Lanes will be assigned and rotated by the tournament
management.

10. Averages established during summer leagues or
non-sanctioned leagues will not be accepted.

11. Reservations may be made by phone but a follow-up
letter or visit must occur with in 10 days with the
entry fees. Or you will loose your spot if squads are full.

12. It shall be each bowler’s responsibility to determine
that the submitted average is correct. Failure to
use the proper average shall disqualify score if
submitted average is lower than the actual
average.

13. There shall be no more that 2 PBA members on a team and no
more than 1 PBA member on a doubles team.

14. Correction of average: It can be made up to the
completion of the first game of a series in the first
event. Or within 48 hours with the written
permission of the tournament manager.

15. Multiple Participation: Multiple participation after
bowling the first session is allowed. Given there
is available lanes. USBC rule 315 applies with no
limit to the number of times a bowler may re-
enter.

16. Disqualifications: wrong average, illegal lineups
will be allowed to re-enter and re-pay including
all fees and lineage.

17. Card carrying PBA members will have to display
cards and participate in the tournament scratch.

18. Handicap: No averages less than 21 games can be
considered. If no average is available from the
2009-2010 season. You may use 2008-2009
ending average. If the average of 2009-2010
season is 10 pins or higher than previous average,
the higher average will be used.
If no an average is available bowlers will be
assigned an average and handicap associated with a 170
average. Bowlers with a USBC sanctioned average that
do not submit it before bowling will be disqualified.

19. Players that enter more than once may only cash in
singles once, doubles twice, and teams twice. But no
more than 2 players from 1 team can compete on another
team and cash. Winning Bowlers will have there averages
checked with USBC before collecting winnings.

20. Handicaps will be established by the tournament
management. Using 80% of 210.
